Reviewers are asked to rank the project criteria on a scale of 1-5 (5 is HIGHEST ranking, 1 is LOWEST ranking), using no more than single point precision (e.g. 2.3, 4.5,).

For the final analysis, reviewers are asked to determine an overall score and enter that score into the provided spreadsheet matrix.  While not required, it is suggested that the overall score might be determined from an average of the Criteria scores.

During the Committee meeting, you will be able to revise your overall score, based upon the group discussion.
