This Agreement is made this _____ day of ______ 2013, between Illinois Institute of Technology (“IIT”), an Illinois not-for-profit corporation with its principal place of business at 3300 South Federal Street, Chicago, Illinois 60616 USA and ISM University of Management and Economics (“ISM”), with its principal place of business at  Arklių st. 18 Vilnius 010305 Lithuania, hereinafter referred to as IIT and ISM. Both parties, desiring to promote and develop cooperation in research and education, intend by this Agreement to establish a program of educational cooperation and student and faculty exchange.

The parties agree to the following:

I.
Student Programs 

A. 2+2 Bachelor’s degree in Industrial Technology and Management  (INTM) 
ISM students who have completed their first two years of undergraduate course work within the ISM curriculum may apply to transfer to IIT to complete the second two years of courses. For the three semesters at IIT, the student will take 5-6 courses per term. In the 4th semester, ISM students will return to ISM and complete 3 courses and the research and thesis at ISM. IIT will provide ISM with transfer credit guidelines for coursework that ISM students are expected to complete in their first two years (Appendix A). Students will receive the IIT Bachelor’s degree upon fulfilling the IIT degree requirements. (Sample curriculum in Appendix A).   
B. Undergraduate Visiting Student

A student from ISM who has completed at least two years as an undergraduate at ISM may apply to attend IIT for one semester or one year as a visiting student in Industrial Technology and Management and return to ISM to complete his or her Bachelor’s degree.

C. Two-Year Dual Degree Master’s Program 
A student may apply to IIT and ISM to be concurrently enrolled in the ISM Master of Management , which requires 120 ECTS including thesis and the IIT Master of Information Technology and Management (MITM) online, which requires completing 10 courses (30 IIT CR).  Up to three (3) pre-approved ISM courses (a total of 18 ECTS/9 IIT CR) may be counted toward the IIT course requirements.   For the first three semesters, admitted students will take five (5) courses a semester-- a combination of ISM classes and IIT online ITM courses. In the 4th semester, students will complete their research and thesis at ISM. Appendix B shows a sample IIT curriculum for three (3) different specializations. 
II. IIT Admission Requirements

A. Undergraduate

 ISM students must complete and submit the online undergraduate international application for visiting or transfer students and meet all IIT admission requirements for transfer students. In addition, students must have a grade point average (GPA) of at least 3.25 out of 4 and a Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) score of at least 90 on the Internet-based Test (IBT), 6.5 International English Language Testing System (IELTS) or 62 on the Pearson Test of English (PTE). 
B. Master’s Program

Applicants must complete and submit the IIT graduate application online  (application fee is waived) and provide all required supporting materials, including undergraduate transcripts (minimum cumulative grade point average of 3.0/4.0), two (2) letters of recommendation and a professional statement.   GRE test scores (minimum of 292 with 2.5 in analytical writing) and TOEFL (minimum of 90), IELTS (minimum of 6.5) or PTE (minimum 62) must be sent by the testing agency directly to IIT.  

C. Timetable and Notification for Admission

Students may apply for undergraduate admission to IIT for either the Fall or Spring Semester by completing and submitting an application online
(http://www.iit.edu/undergrad-admission/apply/international.shtml) for admission as an undergraduate transfer (2+2) student or visiting student. 
Students may apply for admission as a master’s degree student online at http://www.iit.edu/graduate_admission/prospective_students/checklist.shtml.  The Master of Information Technology and Management is in the School of Applied Technology at IIT. 
Students must submit all required credentials to the ISM liaison or directly to the undergraduate or graduate admission office as directed so they will be received by the admission deadlines.

Notification of acceptance or denial will sent directly to the applicants.  For students planning to attend classes on the IIT campus in Chicago, documents needed to secure visas, as well as information on housing, meals, and arrival will also be sent. 

D. Best Efforts by ISM
ISM will use its best efforts to ensure that students recommended for admission to IIT are academically and financially qualified to attend and succeed at IIT and that those who plan to attend classes in Chicago are eligible for a United States visa.

III.
Scholarships

A.
Undergraduate Transfer Students
A student admitted under this Agreement, who transfers to IIT’s Bachelor of Industrial Technology and Management Program with at least 50 transferable credits and a cumulative grade point average of at least 3.25/4.0 and enrolls for a full-time course load of at least 12 credit hours per semester, may receive an international scholarship that will reduce the cost of tuition to only $1800 per course regardless of the then current tuition rate (which in 2013-2014 is $3612 per course). The scholarship is renewable until the completion of the bachelor’s degree provided that student is enrolled full time (at least 12 credit hours per semester) in the IIT BINTM program and is in good academic standing.
B.
Undergraduate Visiting Students

A student from ISM may come to IIT for one year as a visiting student and return to ISM to complete his or her degree.  Such a student may be awarded a visiting student scholarship of $9,000 per semester for up to 2 semesters, provided the student is enrolled full-time  (for at least 12 credit hours a semester) and is in good academic standing. 
C.  Master of Information Technology and Management Students

A student from ISM admitted under this agreement, who is  enrolled in the dual degree ISM-IIT MITM program, and in good academic standing will pay only $1800 per IIT online course for the duration of his or her studies in the MITM program, regardless of the then current rate for graduate tuition (which in 2013-2014 is $3612 per course).    The difference between the then current tuition rate and the ISM rate will be considered a scholarship from IIT.  
IV.
Faculty Exchanges 

A. Visiting Faculty

Both IIT and ISM encourage the development of a visiting faculty program in order to contribute to the teaching activities of both universities.  Faculty members may be invited to teach advanced courses in the undergraduate or graduate programs and offer short courses at both universities.  The length of the visitation, purpose and compensation for any visit shall be determined by the universities, depending upon their resources, and agreed to in writing prior to the visit.
V. General

A. Non-Exclusivity

Participation in this Agreement is not exclusive and shall not prevent IIT or ISM from entering into similar agreements with other institutions.

B. Term and Termination

This Agreement shall be in effect from the date first executed and shall continue for a period of three years thereafter.  However, either party may terminate this agreement earlier upon 90 days prior written notice to the other.   Reasons for termination may include, but not be limited to, the academic performance, graduation rate and financial accountability of ​​​​ISM students while at IIT.   Students enrolled as of the date of termination will be permitted to complete their studies.

C. Notice

 In order to discuss detailed matters and to transmit information, both universities will appoint a program liaison, who will act as the point of communication. 

Any notice to either party must be in writing signed by the party giving it, and shall be served either personally or by air courier to the following addresses:

D. Financial Responsibility
All ISM students admitted to IIT will be responsible for any fees not covered by any scholarships or waivers, including but not limited to tuition, room and board, activities, and services fees, insurance, books, supplies and personal expenses.

In order to assure that students have health insurance valid in the United States, all ISM students attending IIT in the USA shall be required to participate in IIT’s Student Health Plan, for the duration of their enrollment at IIT. ISM will use its best efforts to verify that visiting faculty have health insurance coverage valid in the United States.

D. Advertising 

IIT and ISM may not use the other’s name, seal or other identifying or proprietary information in catalogues, advertising materials or anything else, unless the other has reviewed and approved of the proposed use in writing. 

E. Integration

This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding of the parties, and any change or modification shall be in writing and signed by both parties.

This Agreement has been executed by each of the parties as of the date first written above.
