The Bachelor of Science in Global Studies is an interdisciplinary degree that draws from coursework in the Social Sciences, Humanities and related fields.  Global Studies students examine the ways that politics, economics, culture and social forces have come to transect, and sometimes erase, borders among nations and communities.  The major provides students with the opportunity to understand and critically evaluate the broad historical trends that have shaped our increasingly globalized social, economic and political systems; and to focus on those issues that most interest and motivate them as they prepare to make a difference.  

The major is notable for the flexibility it affords students to discover and pursue their particular interests.  By including a mix of core requirements and interdisciplinary electives, the major strikes a good balance between breadth and focus.  Students will be exposed to the range of issues that we all confront in a globalized world, and will have the opportunity to delve more deeply into their particular areas of interest.  Coursework may cover such areas as environmental sustainability, global public health, human migration, and the study of particular world regions.

By majoring in Global Studies, our students acquire a diverse toolkit of knowledge, concepts and skills needed to understand and meet the challenges of an increasingly interconnected world.  Global Studies prepares students for pursuing advanced degrees and/or professional fields Students receive methodological training utilized in a variety of international careers, such as qualitative and quantitative research methods, Geographic Information Systems, program evaluation and intercultural communication plus proficiency in a second language, and/or an international experience through an internship or study abroad.  
The objectives of the Global Studies major are to develop in its graduates: 


· A clearer understanding of global issues and the global connectivity of people and places

· Skills needed to analyze global challenges and critically evaluate existing approaches to dealing with them;

· The ability to communicate appropriately in different formats across disciplines and across cultures

· Understanding of the careers available to global studies majors and the ability to seek out  relevant pre-professional experience.   

Students will be required to complete 50 credit hours of core courses and a language or international experience requirement.

The goal of this program serves the dual purpose of preparing students to enter the workforce or to continue on to an advanced degree. Much of the coursework in the Global Studies degree program overlaps with the Social and Economic Development Policy degree. The Global Studies degree however, is designed to be more flexible. It has 34 credit hours of free electives which should make it attractive to external and internal transfer students. We believe this degree will also be attractive to existing IIT students who may be looking for a dual degree or change of major.
While many managerial positions in international industries require master’s degrees, these graduate level degrees are increasingly found in professional schools which want students to have practical experience before continuing education. Many entry level jobs also require some previous experience, thus we feel it is especially important that students have the opportunities to practice skills and gain real world experience. Given this philosophy, the degree program requires a research methods sequence, an intercultural communications course, and an upper level program evaluation or policy methods capstone course. It also requires students to demonstrate language proficiency or international experience and to complete a 120 hour internship.  
Specifically we want Global Studies students to demonstrate:
· Global perspective, cross cultural understanding and appreciation of diverse perspectives
· Critical thinking and analytical problem solving

· Practical application of quantitative, qualitative, evaluation and/or mapping research skills
· Ability to contribute to multicultural teams 

The Global Studies degree seeks to leverage the existing, untapped strengths of the faculty in the Departments of Social Sciences and Humanities at IIT, where faculty are already doing research and teaching courses on a host of global issues relevant to most regions of the world. The interdisciplinary nature of the degree allows us to combine resources to offer students a broader experience. Finally, the global studies degree will allow LCHS to continue to develop courses which help ensure that our students become globally aware, which is one of the university strategic plan and IIT core curriculum objectives.

The following local schools have international/global studies programs: University of Illinois at Chicago, Northwestern, University of Chicago, Loyola University, DePaul University, Roosevelt, St. Xavier, and Northeastern Illinois University. International/global studies degrees are also found at other technology schools including RIT, WPI, MIT, Georgia Tech, and California Polytechnic. 
One challenge of offering a Global Studies major at IIT is the lack of language programs. However, while international studies/global studies have historically been grounded in language departments and area studies, many schools are moving towards broader interdisciplinary umbrella programs which allow students to learn multiple approaches to study of global issues. While IIT does not have language programs, it does have an unusually large percentage of students who already speak a foreign language. Many transfer students have already met the standard language requirement by the time they attend IIT. For those that do not, there are language opportunities available through IIT exchange programs. Our students will also be able to waive the language requirement for international experience (at least 8 weeks abroad). Again, many of our international students will already meet this requirement. And while proficiency in more than one language is desirable, it is prominent characteristic of globalization that most of the institutions, organizations and companies for which a Global Studies major might work conduct their business primarily in English.
There are several reasons that Global Studies makes sense at IIT. In addition to our large international student body, we are located in a global city (unlike many other tech schools). But, unlike many of our local peers, our approach to global studies is one that is grounded in research methods and we are emphasizing application of skills and practical experience.

The Global Studies major is designed to prepare students to work in a range of international careers.  Some of the job prospects for this degree are similar to those of SEDP. We expect that our students will seek employment in public, private and non-profit sectors in a range of fields including but not limited to: international education, international business (specifically corporate social responsibility, marketing and sales), international affairs, international law, international aid and development, human rights and social services, and tourism and hospitality.  Many of these fields will eventfully require students to pursue graduate education in public or business administration, higher education administration or law school.  Prior to graduate school they may find jobs as program, communications or outreach coordinators, researchers, grant writers, development officers, project managers, area specialists, lobbyists, language teachers, recruiters, or analysts. 
As proposed, the Global Studies major also provides students with a broad and rigorous liberal arts education that would prepare them for graduate programs in variety of social science and humanities fields.
One area with employment options is in management, scientific, and consulting services. According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) this is projected to be the fastest growing industry over the next decade. Globalization is expected to present corporate firms and non-profit agencies wishing to expand their outreach through existing or reconstituted services with opportunities for growth and the need for a broadly educated and technologically proficient workforce. Technology will play a central role in this process and program graduates will be well equipped to meet these emerging needs. The BLS projects employment growth in this industry to increase by 83 percent between 2008 and 2018.
 By completing a BS (as opposed to a BA) in Global Studies, IIT graduates may have a competitive advantage over their peers.  
Another area which holds considerable employment promise is scientific research and development services. A key aspect of this sector includes fields of research and development in the social sciences that include an interdisciplinary mix drawing from political science, economics, anthropology and sociology. According to the BLS, wage and salary employment in this area is projected to increase by 25 percent between 2008 and 2018. That compares favorably to the 11 percent employment growth for the entire economy during that timeframe.

Advocacy, grant-making, and civic organizations comprise another employment industry that suits the academic preparation of the program graduates. According to the BLS, in 2008, there were more than 1.3 million wage and salary jobs in this area. Furthermore, it is expected that wage and salary jobs in advocacy, grant-making, and civic organization will increase by 14 percent during the 2008-2018 period. This also compares favorably to the projected 11 percent growth for all industries combined.
