The Professional $ Technical Communication program began in the early 2000s as a standalone BS--
the first degree program in the Humanities department since all of our programs were eliminated in
the Great Purge of 1995. Subsequently, several new degree programs were added in humanities,
ournalism, and digital humanities. When we proposed adding a new program in general
communication, we were asked to consider consolidating our three communication-related programs
nto a single program with specializations.

We did this by creating an overarching Communication major with (1) a general communication track;
a professional and technical communication specialization; and we split our journalism degree into (3)
A science journalism specialization and (4) a technology and business journalism speciallization.
